Terms and conditions for Cae Du

Weekly lets at Cae Du run from Friday to Friday, with the possible exception of Christmas and New Year. Short breaks where available from Friday to Monday weekend let, and Monday to Friday mid-week let.
All holiday lettings commence at 3.00 pm on the day of arrival and terminate at 10.00 am on the day of departure. The house should be left in a clean and tidy condition when leaving. And keys left where found.
The rent is fully inclusive of all heating, electricity, bed linen duvets and towels.
If available we will reserve your requested letting dates immediately on your verbal or written instruction and send you either by e mail or standard mail the booking form which must be returned by standard post signed together with your deposit within one week to secure your dates.
A deposit of 15% of the total rent is payable at the time of booking. The balance is payable eight weeks prior to the commencement of the holiday. If the booking is made less than eight weeks before the commencement of the holiday, the total rent is payable at the time of booking.
Upon payment of the deposit, and subject to our acceptance of the booking, you accept a legal obligation to pay the balance of the total rent. You are, therefore, advised to obtain separate holiday cancellation insurance. 

If you should decide to cancel, we will do what we can to re let the property and refund you all of the monies for reletting, which may not be as much as you paid initially. Please see the separate cancellation policy.

Payments can be made by either cheque to T. Carter and posted to 180 The Broadway London SW19 1RX, or electronic bank transfer, if you prefer the later, we will email you with the details.
We will accept up to 2 pets in a party of up to 12 persons
Any special requirements must be agreed at booking stage.
Any damage made to the property or contents by you or your party must be drawn to our attention. We reserve the right to make a reasonable charge for any damage caused.
